January 2026- Perfect Game West MLK Championship is hosted at Arizona Athletic Grounds in 
Mesa, Arizona. This is one of the top events prior to the start of the US high school season, 
which attracts teams from across the USA and Canada. Inside Pitch Cyclones have been 
attending this event for 10+ years.

Cost:  $750+gst / Deposit $400 
Location:  Mesa / Scottsdale, Arizona 
Teams:  15U / 18U 
15u: Players born on/after 5/1/2010 are eligible or the player's grad year must be on/after 2029 
18u: Players born on/after 5/1/2007 are eligible or the player's grad year must be on/after 2026 
Hotel:  click here for the group booking link (expires Dec 11) 
Team Roster:  14-16 players 
= 4 outfielders, 6 infielders, 2 catchers, 4 pitchers only (PO’s) 
(Some players may pitch as well as play a position) 
 
Playing time:  All position only players will play a minimum of 50% of total game time at the 
event.  PO’s (Players that only pitch) will throw 2 outings of up 4 innings per outing.  Combo 
players will pitch 1-2x and 50% playing time of remaining games not pitched in.  Players that get 
results and uphold the “IP Way” will play more. 
 
Q. How do I make payment and when is it due?  
A. Payments are due no later than 30 days prior to events subject to availability and can be 
made via E-transfer, Credit Card or Cheque.  Deposits are due within 3 days after acceptance to 
hold a spot.  All payments are non-transferable and non-refundable. 
 
Q. Are players expected to travel and stay with the team or with parents?  
A. Players are expected to travel and stay with parents at team booked Hotel. Perfect Game 
requires us to stay with sponsored hotel at discount rate, approx. $150-200usd + taxes per 
night.

Q. I am a pitcher only. Why is my player fee the same as position players?  
A. Inside Pitch Cyclones “Event Teams” are about providing players opportunities to perform 
and showcase their skills in front of the most college recruiters and professional scouts 
possible. Pitchers will receive the same scholarship offers, pro bonuses and salaries as position 
players. Opportunities for pitchers are also greater as there are more roster spots for pitchers 
at the next level than there are for specific position players.  
 
Q. What other services does Inside Pitch Cyclones Baseball provide?  
A. Players should consider Inside Pitch an additional resource for referral and reference to any 
interested college or scout. We have  placed over 250+ players into colleges across the USA and 
Canada. 
 
Q. I am too young for college recruiters and pro scouts. Why should I attend a national event?  
A. Perfect Game offers national events beginning at the 14U age classification. These events are 
also excellent opportunities for younger players to assess their abilities against national level 
competition, gain confidence and to become accustomed to the pressures of performing before 
professional evaluators. 
 
Q. What uniforms/equipment do we need? 
A. IP provides pro-style jersey + hat. Players need to wear white pants, black or red belt and red 
socks. Please note if wearing any hoodies, jackets, etc they do need to be Inside Pitch apparel 
(all items available for order). 
 
Q. Who are the coaches? 
A. Former professional players- Morgan Reiter (Indy Pro), Cory Hall (KC Royals). More guest 
coaches may join.
